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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to analyze the authentic auditory materials which are auditory
materials based on the strands and learning standards of the basic education core curriculum of
2008 and to develop learning plans from an analysis of the authentic auditory materials for
Mattayom Suksa 4-6 students. The target group comprised 24 authentic auditory materials. The
analysis instruments were language structure analysis form which was developed from the strands
and learning standards of the basic education core curriculum of 2008 and cultural contents
analysis form by Nattaphon Pakdeecharoen. The research instruments to develop English listening
ability were a class activity efficiency evaluation form and listening exercises. The data obtained

were analyzed for mean and percentage.

The analysis revealed the following results.
1. The authentic auditory materials were based on the language form of the strands and learning
standards of the basic education core curriculum of 2008. The language form found most

frequently was tenses. The second highest frequency of occurrence was simple sentence and the



third highest frequency of occurrence was conjunction. The lowest frequency occurrence was an
opinion-expressing, reason-giving, example-giving sentence. The second lowest frequency of
occurrence was indefinite pronouns. Direct and indirect speech was not found.

2. The authentic auditory materials were related to the cultural contents of the strands and learning
standards of the basic education core curriculum of 2008. The cultural content found most
frequently was meals and drinks item. The second highest frequency of occurrence was important
places and persons item and the third highest frequency of occurrences was media item. The
lowest frequency occurrence was war and peace item. The second lowest frequency of occurrence
was moral and spiritual value item. Music item, festivals and holidays item, the family, relatives
and accommodation item and customs item were not found.

3. The English listening activities developed from an analysis of the authentic auditory materials
were consisted of pre-listening activities: filling in the blanks and finding errors, while-listening
activities: filling in the blanks and multiple choices and post-listening activities: answering
questions and group discussion. All English listening activities were evaluated to be appropriate

for all aspects.
