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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study were : To study the context of the community incentive to
home school of Phra Borom That Doi Pha Som Temple; To study the processes and techniques
in home school teaching of Phra Borom That Doi Pha Som Temple; And to determine the
effectiveness of home school of Phra Borom That Doi Pha Som Temple.

Population used in this study comprises of two groups: 1) stakeholders, including the
teachers, parents, students and supporters for teaching 2) groups involve in the education of
Phra Borom That Doi Pha Som Temple, members of education networks. Tools for data
collection included interviews schedules, questionnaires, and document analysis. Data were
analyze according to the objectives and then presented the findings in essay form.

Findings were as follows :

The contexts that lead to home school education of Phra Borom That Doi Pha Som
Temple were socio-economic crises and environmental degradations in the communities
including the quality of life of people. Development of home school also inspired by Phra
Sorayuth Chayapunyo and Phra Sangkom Thanapunyo, two monks involve with development
activities in the communities with the intention to help people from suffering. Monks and
villagers in Ban Mae Saab consulted together to find the solutions. In order to solve these
problems for sustainable community development, development scheme divided in to four main

activities: conservation of natural resource and water shed forests; natural approaches to



aquiculture; Energy conservation and using of renewable energy; and education for sustainable
development. These four activities lead to home school and education provision at Phra Borom
That Doi Pha Som Temple.

Inputs for home school and education at Phra Borom That Doi Pha Som Temple included
the belief in philosophy that "Every human being has the capacity to learn on its own. An
explosion came from within would make people to pay attention, willing to learn, and search for
knowledge themselves, which is a natural way of learning." Concepts used in the teaching and
learning resulted from the integration of several concepts, including the sufficiency economy
philosophy, relationship between humans and the environment, principles of sustainable
development, principles of alternative education and principles of lifelong learning. Another

input was a principle of "Baan Wat Rongrein," a cooperation among home, temple, and school

(or public). Buddish Teaching was also became a core principle. Those involve to education,
included the teachers, students, parents, a volunteer teacher and local school, believed in the
philosophy of sufficiency economy and ideology that has helped to protect and restore the natural
resources and the environment. The home school is committed to the development of self-reliance
for individual and family. In this study, Phra Sorayuth, The administrator of this program is an
inspirational leader who inspired the people to express their interest for and continuous self-
development. Materials and equipment used in this education program were mostly agricultural
equipments, farm tools and forest park were utilized as a natural classrooms. They also used
learning centers form a wide variety of social networks. The budgets that is used to manage

were donated by network of temples and the merits from the faithful.

Teaching and learning process at Phra Borom That Doi Pha Som Temple were designed
base on interests and aptitudes of each student. The learning was divided into three periods. In the
first year students learnt about various agricultural activities to provide them with an opportunity
to discover their own interest. In the second year, students have the opportunity to learn more on
their own interests through learning projects. During the third-year learning project were
developed by learners themselves that would be a solid foundation for their career in the future.

In this final year, students took longer time because in order to graduate students required to
prove that they can rely on their own. Students also have the opportunity to recognize and involve
in community issues and problems, such as extinguish of forest fire, built fire barriers, community

dam and reforestation.



Results from education provision of Phra Borom That Doi Pha Som Temple were:
students have a high level of moral idea, had appropriated life skills in accordance with self-
sufficient economy principle. They also learnt to love and value of the natural resources which
means achieve the objectives of the Education Act and the intent of the National Education
Scheme. It was also found that the parents have the opportunity to directly transfer their
knowledge and experience to their children which helped to promote a family pride. Community
itself had more role in education.

Education of Phra Borom That Doi Pha Som Temple was actually a link between
activities of home school and learning centers. Parents who were financed to home school sent
their children for education at the temple which was a learning Center. Phra Borom That Doi
Pha Som Temple had more capability than family to provide quality education.Parents, despite
of their willingness, lack of resources and expertise to provide quality education for their children.
If there is a link between home school to a learning center in the community this practices was

likely to improve education quality of the students even more.
