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ABSTRACT

The goal of this research was to present the education process offered to students living
at the Epiphany Catholic Church in Fang. This education process was founded on Christian
teachings and highlights the sacred rituals which represent the spiritual heart of formation of these
students. Twenty — five Mathayom Suksa 2 and Mathayom Suksa 3 students enrolled in the 1"
semester of the 201 1academic year at Fang District Chiang Mai. The research found that the
Epiphany Catholic Church used a holistic method of education, inspired by the Christian
teachings presented in the Holy Gospel, and it stressed the sacred rituals as special moment of
formation. The daily schedule, programmed to helped the students organize their time, the various
tasks entrusted to the students -the cleaning of their rooms was examples, and special moments of
direct education (meetings, lectures etc.), helped create an environment which facilitated a proper
educational process and allowed the students to assimilate the Christian teachings and put them
into practice. This research highlighted the section concerning the “spiritual component” of the
education process, and particularly the sacred rituals. Specifically, it presented and evaluated 16
moments and indicated the results of them. They demonstrated how these sacred rituals could
give the students basic spiritual instruments which helped them learn, understand and put into

practice self control, self esteem, punctuality, generosity, and good manners. It gave them



directions in order to discern what was right and what was wrong. It prevented and helped facing
difficulties in life. It helped discover and develop the full potentialities of the students as
Christians and as persons and prepared them to live and work together in order to improve

themselves and our society.
