Independent Study Title Opinions of Patients on Using Herbal Medicine

Abstract

This study aimed to find out the opinions of patients on using herbal
medicine received from Kutchum Hospital Yasothon Province. The samples were
purposively selected from the patients who obtained the services and received
herbal medicine at least two times during the data collection period. This study
was divided into two stages. The first stage was the i:xtciviewing of 53
samples. The second stage was the in-depth interviewing of 13 samples. Data was
analysed by descriptive statistic and content analysis.

The results showed that the most prevalent symptoms or diseases that
caused problem among the samples were abnormal digestion, dyspepsia, peptic
ulcer and muscle pain. The most frequent herbal medicine they “recieved were
Yathat-Opchoei and Ka-min-chun pills. The doctor tended to prescribe herbal

medicine along with modern medicine. Most of the samples had experienced



on the use of herbal medicine by themselves which was taken from their
gardens or the forests. Most of them had gained knowledge of herbal remedies
from health workers and they had more faith in doctors or health workers than
in others. Some patients generally had joined activities about herbal medicine.
However all of them agreed with using herbal medicine in hospitals and
should be expanded to every other hospital. They agreed that doctors should
ask the patient about their opinions before making the prescription. Most of them
agreed that herbal medicine recieved from the hospital were palatable, easy to
use or cary, and  clean. Herbal medicine could cure their diseases but it
might take longer time than modemn medicine. The advantages of wusing herbal
medicine are the diseases could be completely cured and saver than modem
medicine.

Inclusion, patients had positive opinions on using herbal medicine
received from the hospital and much faith in doctors or health workers. So
that doctors or health workers should play more role in supporting using herbal
medicine in hospital and should be expanded into communities. In the future
we will have a complete cycle of development of herbal medicine as well as

self reliance about the medicine.
