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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to describe the roles of family members in caring of
tuberculosis patients in terms of medical and nursing care, psychological care and
socio — econommic care. Forty subjects were selected by purposive sampling from family members
who were stayed in Phitsanulok Province and monitored the patients in taking medicine who
receivéd treatment for more than 1 month at the Tuberculosis Center Region 9 Phitsanulok. Data
were collected by interview and observation. Data were analyzed by descriptive statistics.

The results showed that the total mean score of the roles of family members in caring -
of tuberculosis patients fell into moderate level (76.9 percents). It was found that the roles of
family members in medical and nursing care, psychological care and social care were at moderate
level, with an average score of 79.7, 76.3 and 71.4 percents respectively. It was also found that

the economic care fell into good level, with an average score of 81.4 percent.



Therefore, the family members shouid pay more attention on medical and
nursing care, psychological care, and social care. The economic assisting should not be neglected.
With these supports, the patients would receive the holistic care. Consequently, this would

increase the cure rate of tuberculosis.
