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~ ABSTRACT

The main purpose of this_ study were to investigate the rélationship between
Nuﬁitional Knowledge and Personal Status, the relationship between ‘Fobd“Coﬁs’umption and
Personal Status, the | relationship between Quality of Life ‘and Perso_ﬁal Status and the -
relationsh;p between Nutritional Knowledge, Food Consumption and Quaii‘ty of Life in
Chrbnic Renal Failure Patients Receiving Hemodialysis. The studied subjects were 43
chronic renal failure patients on hemodialysis in the dialysis unit of Mccormick.Hospital
in Chiang Mai province. The samples were selected from patients who met certain criteria
| The instrument used for data collection was an interview form consisted of 4
parts demogrﬁphic data, nutritional knowledge, food consumption. developed by the
researcher and quality of life adapted from Narumol Satrasook. Content validity was
examined by specialists, The reliability of the nutritional knowledge form was éstab]ished
by Cronbach’s alpha coeficient was 0.76 and the quality of life form was 0.84.. The
reliability of the food consumption which was test-retest and established by Peaeson’
product moment corrlation was 0.95. Data were analyzed by using arithmetic means,
standard deviation, frequency, percentage, Pearson’s product moment correlation, Point biserial

correlation and t-test.



The results of this study ;‘evea]ed that :

There waé a statistfcally significant relationship (p < .05) between sex and food
cqnsumption at a low level, but there was no statistically significant .relationship lbet;ween
age, status, education, length of time on hemodialysis ﬁersonal factor and food consumption,
also there was no statistically significant relationship between personal- factors, nutritional
kﬁdwledge “and quality of life. There was statistically significant rélafionship (p < .05)
between nutriﬁonal knowledge and food consumption at a moderate level but not between
quality of life, nutritional knowledge and food consumption. N

The results of this étudy could be utilizéd as baseline déta for promoting more
effective  nutritional kno;wledge, food consumption behavior and quality of life in chronic

renal failure patient receiving hemodialysis.
