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Abstract

The objective of this study was to examine the readiness to perform professional
nursing roles among fourth year nursing students. The reaciiuess was classified by a grade
point average (G.P.A.). The study population was 140 fourth year nursing students at
Buromarajonani College of Nursing, Bangkok. A questionnaire with the content validity
index of .93 and reliability of .91 was used for data collection. Data were analysed by
using descriptive statistics.

The resulis showed that the population were ready to perform professional
nursing roles at an overall high level (57.2 %). It was found that nursing students were
ready to perform professional nursing roles in intention readiness, preparation readiness,
and -experiences perception readiness aspects at high levels (60 %, 68.6%, and 58.5%)
respectively. In consideration of the eight professional nursing roles which were the role

of the health care provider, educator, counselor, colaborator, leader, leader in transition,



patient’s right protection, and information , technology users, it was found that the
readiness of the nursing students was at  high levels. Considerating the grade pomnt
average (G.P.A.) of the nursing students, it was found that the readiness of the students
was significantly different among the students who had different G.P.A. (p <.01).

This swdy indicates that the administrators and instructors of colleges should
perform  theorctical and practical training including emphasis on the significance of

professional nursing roles, for the students.
