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Abstract

The objective of this research-study concerns the expectations and
participatory needs of the local people in rehabilitation of the Chiang Dao Cave, focusing
on : Their opinion in regard to the condition and predicament of the tourist destination,
the expectations of the local people in regard to the situation of the cave and how it
should be, the participatory needs of the local people in rehabilitation of the cave and
the refationship between individual factors and expectations and participatory needs of
the local people in rehabilitation of the Chiang Dao Cave.

The study group of the research are the inhabitants of the Ban Tham Village,
at the Chiang Dao District of Chiang Mai Province, with 155 people participating in the
study by‘ providing data collected by means of questionnaire. The analysis is based on
methods of differential ~statistics consisting of frequency distribution, percentage
distribution, mean and standard deviation, as well as method of descriptive statistics,
e.g. Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient, t-test and One-way Analysis of
Variance (ANOVA). The result of the research can be summed up as follows :

The majority of the sample group in the village does as yet not realize any

problems at the Chiang Dao Cave that would be considered urgent or massive.



Accordingly, they do not see the need for major development or restoration efforts.
Furthermore, the majority of the sample group in the village wants very much to be part of
any efforts in restoration and development regarding the Chiang Dao Cave, in case
any such need should arise.

The expectations of the local people in regard to the character of the tourist
destination and how it should be, are related to individual factors like the lenght of time
people have been resident in the village. Here, the statistical analysis could not establish
a relation in regard to the individual perception of degradation of the tourist destination
and/or the amount of information available regarding tourism. No significant relation
between expectations for the situation at the cave and personal business interests could
be found statistically.

The different professicns of the local population had a direct statistical
influence on the expectations expressed for the site as a tourist destination. Regarding
individual factors, a membership in social organization and difference in origin (non-
native inhabitants) did not make any statistical difference in respect to expectations for
the tourist destination.

The pam'cipato'ry needs of the local people to restore the tdurist destination is
related to personal business interests, but not such relation could be established in
regard to the length of residenée of individuals in the village. The statistical analysis
could establish a relation in regard to the individual perception of degradation of the
tourist destination and/or the amount of information available regarding tourism.

The personal factor of being a member in a social organization is statistically
impaortant in respect to the participatory needs of the local people in rehabilitation of the
cave, While the individual profession andfor native origin did not seem to have any

statistical influence.
