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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to assess the need for the development of tourism and a
possible participation in this development of the villagers of Ban Had Krai , in Chiang Rai
Province . The study focused on the attitude towards tourism , the use of tourism for the
population , whether to develop Giant Catfish resourses for sports-fishing , the need for local
participation in tourism development , the relationship between people as determined by personal
factors regarding finances and psychology to participate in local development of tourism .

The 143 participants of the target group of this study were selected by random
sampling . Data was collected by questionnaire and analyzed by the statistical means of
descriptive distribution (frequency , percentage , mean and standard deviation) and analytical
statistics (Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient , t-test and One-way ANOVA) .

The finding of the study can be summarized as follows :

The sample group of the village showed a positive attitude towards tourism and

expressed a high need to have their village developed for tourism .



The sample group of the village showed a positive attitude towards tourism and
expressed a high need to have their village developed for tourism .

Most participants of the study wanted to be part of the development of their Giant
Catfish resources for sports-fishing.

Personal factors like the length of residence , economic benefit and attitude did not
relate significantly to the need for development in tourism and participation in it .

Other personal factors , such as the level of educ;a,tion and residence , and already
existing career and income from Giant Catfish did show a signicant influence towards the need for
development . Statistically , a difference in education resulted in a different opinion towards
tourism development . The difference in length of residence did not show any significant change

in needs regarding tourism .
