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Abstract

The main purposes of this independent study, namely, the participation of the people
in conserving their local dipterocapaceac heritage in Saraphi District, Chiang Mai Province,
were to study the level of people participation; and to compare its factors affecting such
participation.

Stratified random sampling technique was applied to identify 314 families in Saraphi
District, Chiang Mai Province. Their family leaders were approached, by the use of a set of
questionnaires to collect data, Then, a number of 30 people were selected to attend a number
of focus group discussions.

Data analysis was conducted, using distribution, percentage, arithmetic mean,

standard deviation, t-test and One-way Analysis of Variance.

The results of this study were as follows :
1. The people participatied in comserving their local dipterocapaceae heritage at a low
level. Such participation was classified as problem indentification, planning, financing,

operating, monitoring, and evaluation.



2. Differences in personal factors affected the different levels of participation in
conserving the local dipterocapaceae heritage siguificantly at a level of 0.01. Those factors
included work places and economic status. Differences in motherland and information
receiving of the sample affected the different levels of such participation significantly at
0.001 level. However, the distance of residential locations of the sample from the local

dipterocapaceae heritage did not have any effect on their level of participation significantly.
