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ABSTRACT

The study's objectives were 1) to study needs and  directions of secondary
school administrators, Lampang Province in the management of‘ environmental
education; 2) to compare needs and directions in the management of
environmental education of secondary school administrators, with social and
experience. differences;, and 3) to identify problt;ms and obtacles in the
management of environmental education of secoqdary school administrators in

Lampang  Province,

The populatidn consisted of 149 secondary school admibnitrators attached
to the Department of General Education. They worked in seéondary schools in
Lampang Province during the 2541 academic year. Twenty administrators were
randomly selected to participate in focus group diseussions.. A set of
questionnaires, with the reliability of 0.93, weré used for data coileciion.
Percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviat,ior_l, one way analysis of variance

and t-test were applied in data analysis.



The findings of this study were as foliows ,

1. Most of the administrators in secondary schools under the Department
of General Education {DGE) in Lampang showed their peeds and directions in
management of environmental education, Such needs and directions were in the
areas of promotion of the school atmosphere and environment, awareness
towards environment, development of quality contrel in manage-ment of
environmental educafion, and promotion of good relationships among staff and
creating more cooperations between their schools and communities.

2, Comparatively, the administrators showed their needs and directions
differently in the management according te their school size, recognition of the
environmental issues, experiences in activities, priod of services, and education
attainment.,

8. There were 4 main problems emerged during their management of
environmental education. Those were in the areas of budgetting in building a
center of environmental education in each school, lacking of information,
learning and teaching materials, and limitation of the continuity in cooperation
between schools and communities in the managemment of environmental

education.
