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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study (1) the use of local wisdoms
and forest biodiversity resources; (2) levels of knowledge and people's participation on
forest biodiversity resources; and (3) social and economic factors affecting the levels of
knowledge and participation on such resources.

The sample groups were the household leaders, particularly, in Moo 1, 2, 3
and 4 of Tambon Maemok, Amphoe Thoen, Changwat Lampang. Total sample groups
consisted of 180 people, classified into 114 males and 66 females. Questionaires and
iterviewing were used in data collecction, Data were analysed by the use of SPSS/PC,
using frequency distribution and percentage distribution. Another study on a comparision
between independent factors and dependent factors by ANOVA was conducted.

| The results of the research showed that (1) local people used their
knowiledge on forest biodiversity resource management such as tree guarding by spirit
rite, forest patrol committee, forest fire protection, and local irrigation in order to conserve
sustainable biodiversity; (2) the sample groups' knowledge and participation on forest

biodiversity resources were found at a medium level; (3) the economic factor affecting



such knowledge 1§vel was income, but social factors affecting such knowledge level were
educational levels, period of living in the commumity and different media acceptance .
(4) the economic factor affecting the participation on forest biodiversity resources was
incorne. However, the social factors affecting such participation level were educational
levels, status of membership, and media acceptance.

Recommendations on forest biodiversity conservation were given as that (1) the
local people should have opportunity to participate in their resource management; and (2) such
opportunity should be relevant to their ways of life and their local wisdomss in order to

meet sustainable forest biodiversity resource management.
