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Abstract

The main objectives of this research were fo study the continuity of participation
in restoring the natural resources in the economic planting promotion project, and also
study the factors affecting such continuity. This research on the event that have been
happening between 1994-1998 in Doy Law Sub-district, Chiang Mai Province.

Two hundred and fifty-five people were simplified as the sample of the population
who participated in the economic planing promotion project, Then, the data were
analyzed by the use of frequency distribution and Chi- square, based on SPSS program.

The results of this study were as follows:

The samples were agriculturists. Most of them knew the project from their village
and sub- district headmen. At the time of studying, there were only 27.80 per cent of the
total sample still participating in the project activities. The rest of them have already left

the project. They participated in the project for an average of 1 yeér.



The factors affecting such participation continuity in the project consisted of

three aspects.

1. The area and landscape aspect: This study found that there was inequity of
land allocation appropriateness among the participants of the project that
caused different resuits of production. The inappropriate quality of land for
agriculture was also another factor forcing the participants to discontinue
their project participation.

2. The capital factors: The study found that the sample had to spend much
money and time on land management, and had to wait for a longer time than
expected to get their agricultural yields. The participants had unequal cost
for investment in the project which resulted in different degree of production
retums. Most of participanis did not have enough money and other costs to
continue their project participation.

3. The motivation factors: There was a different degree of motivations found
among the participants for participating in the project, causing different
outcomes. Most sample were involved into the project because of the
Government financial support with low degree of intension. Those matters
caused a failure to the proiect, resulting in involving in the project activities

leading to its end.
