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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate the situation and
appropriateness, and relating factors of solid waste management in households in
Muang Phayao Municipality.

The study samples were 367 heads of households in Muang Phayao
Municipality, based on sytematic random sampling. The study instrument was a set of
questionnaires. The statistical procedures included percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t ~test and Pearson’s product moment coefficient of correlation.

The findings were as follows :

1. Each household in Muang Phayao Municipality produced solid waste
averagely 2.2 kilogram/day, and a rate of 0.5 kilogram/day per person. Total per capita
of solid waste was found as 9,976 kilogram/day. Most of the solid waste consisted of
food waste, plastic or other plastic materiails and paper.

2. Households in Muang Phayao Municipality had a moderate level of

appropriateness of solid waste management per household,

3. Factors relating to appropriateness of solid waste management in
households were as follows : Households with different relationship levels showed
different appropriateness of solid waste management, with statistical significance at a
level of 0.05. Heads of households had information conceming the environment,
knowledge about solid waste management, a formulated attitude on solid waste
management problems and an environmental awareness at a level of 0.01.

4. The finding suggests that Muang Phayao Municipality and government
officials need to campaign with people for the collection, the separation and recyciing of
solid waste. Activities about solid waste management should include integrated
strategies, a combination of cooperation and joint action between government officials,
continued campaigning in target areas, supporting people participation, improved
systems of solid waste management, supporting information materiai concerning proper
practice in solid waste management. Besides this the administration .should put more
importance to the solid waste management at its origin (households) by introducing a

clear policy.
