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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study women's role in household waste
management, and their different roles in such matter. Samples consisted of 350 housewifes,
who are more than 15 years old and living with their husbands in Ban Luange Sanitation
area. A systematic random sampling was applied to select those samples from 3,722
households, from which one housewife was selected. A set of questionnaires was used in data
collection. Descriptive as well as inferential statistical techniques were employed in data
analysis such as frequency distribution, percentage, arithmetic means, standard deviation, one -
way analysis of variance and t - test.

The results of research were as follows :

1. Women'’s roles in household solid waste management was found in a positive

direction toward their environment. Women had their major role in cases of choosing goods



and products, then waste management before disposal. Their role was rather limited in case
of waste disposal within their families.

2. The women with different factors had significant different roles in their
household waste management. These factors were education, information perception,
responsibility in other house wife work, and economic situation.

The women with different knowledge in was‘tc management, different in

community roles, and different personal relationships in their families had no significant

difference at all in waste management.
