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Abstract

The study about the Conditions towards Forest Resources Conservation : A Case
of villagers in Taphemog Sub-District, Long District Phrae Province was to study the
people’s perception towards problems and impacts of the forests , soil , water , community
including their ways of life effected from the forest destruction. It also studied the villagers’
needs and conditions of their forest resource conservation, based on four theoretical frameworks.
The first one was the cocept of conservation and management of natural resources. The second
one was the people participation, a thirdly, the political ecology, and, fourthly, sustainable
development.

206 key informants in Ban Namrin , Ban Pong and Ban Kiengpa. of Tambon
Tapamog , Long District Phrae and from other three villages were interviewed. Data were
collected by the use of interviewing format with. Selected villagers, then the analysed reéﬁlt were
showed in descriptive form. The data analysis from this study was carefully checked to assure
that they were all correct .

The community was surrounded by the national reserve forests, reforestation

programs and National Park. Most of the villagers were vary poor, and ecarned their living on



agriculture with their limited land . In the past, the forests were so rich that the villagers’ lives
had to rely on them, However, the villagers’ Iives were changed when the government provided
them with concession, Additionally, they were involved in illegal forests operation which caused
forestry reduction. For this problem, the governument issued the new law for reforestation program
and declaration of National Park. These matters effected a lot for the villagers’ way of lives,
especially, resulting in fewer land for them. Those matters also caused the conflict between the
community and government. However, most of the villagers perceived well about those
problems, forest importance, including the bad influence from forest destruction. The villagers
still needed to benefit from the forests in form of community forests, such as forestry
preservation in reforestation program. The government let the villagers grow plants, too. The
government should also let the villagers to participate i their forest management. The
3 conditions in forest presevation and restoration were firstly, letting the communities’
participation by decentralization as well as local organization, secondly, the government should
accept the community’s right in forest management for mutual living between human and forest.
Lastly, the government should inspire the community in forestry preservation, forest restoration,

by supporting it with budget and community development,
