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Abstract

The objectives of this research were (i) to study the behaviors 1o reduce air
poliution of private car drivers, {ii ) to study differences in each factor of private car
drivers, (iii ) to study the correlation between awareness on air poliution problems and
behaviors to reduce air pollution, and (iii) to investigate existing problems and
suggestions made,

The target population consisted of private car drivers in Muang Chiang Mai
who had legal driving licenses, living in Muang area and contacting at the Transport
Office. Samples were taken by thé use of systematic random sampling technique for
400 participants. Data researched for this study consisted of demographic data,
awareness on air pollution problems and behaviors to reduce air poliution, Data
collecting instrument used was a set of questionnaires.

SPSS for Windows programme was employed in data analysis. Descriptive
statistics, frequency distribution, percentage, means, and standard deviation were
applied to analyse the data collected. The researcher also used One-Way Analysis of

Variance and Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.



The results of this research were as foliows :

1. The behavior to reduce alr pollution of private car drivers was collectively at
a highly appropriate level.

2. The behavior to reduce air pollution of private car drivers with different
educational qualifications, to take care of themselves while being ill, and to perceive
information had no significant difference. However, those people with different
experiences of driving had significant difference in behaviors.

3. Correlation between the awareness on air poliution problems and the
behaviors to reduce air poliution was statistically significant at 0.05 level.

4. According to the private car drivers’ opinions, some problems were cited as
increasing of vehicles, and inefficiency of mass transit system caused traffic jam and
air potlution. Some suggestions made by private car drivers were reducing used private

cars for reduce air poliution, continuous maintenance of the cars and being aware of air

pollution.
