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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the women’s roles on environmental
management in a community, and the factors affecting such roles .

The sample consisted of 120 housewives in 3 villages of Tambon Nong - Jom,
Amphoe San Sai, Changwat Chiang Mai. Data were collected by using questionnaires and
observations. Statistical techniques used were percentages and Chi - square.

The rescarch findings were as that the majority of housewives had an average age of
50 years, with primary school education. Most of them were farmers, growing rice, yard long
beans, tomatoes and chilis . Their average annual income was 50,000 baht per year, Most of
them have never been trained or participated in government activities, but they were
interested in environmental issues, and participating in enviroment management in their

community by means of network development, both within and outside their community.



However, those housewives had knowledge and understanding about environmental
issues . For example, they would like to have roles in family production and community, and
participate in any activity relating to environmental issues,

Recommendations from this study were that those housewives should make more
contacts with government officials for better relationships, and disperse knowledge and
information to other community members for further development. Finally, they should adjust

their workplans relating to the current environmental situations.
