Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the participation level toward the
“Forest in the Urban Project” of the people living within Lampang municipality area, and
factors relating to such participation. Those factors were such as occupation, economic
status, distance of the residential area to that project site, inforrnation, motivation, and
knowledge.

Samples, consisting of 370 people, were selected from 9,032 families by using
multistage cluster random sampling technique. The data were collected by using a set of
questionnaires, and then, analysed by using frequency distribution, percentage, median,

standard deviation, one-way variation of statistical analysis.

The results of this study were:

1. In general, the participation level of the sample toward the project was rather
low. The participation procedures consited of problem searching and decision making,
planning and implementation, financing and working, follow up, and evaluation.

2. The samples with different occupations and sources of information about the

project had significantly different degree of participation at 0.05 statistical level.
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3. There was no significant difference between the samples who had different

economic status, motivation, and the distance between their residential area to the project

site,
