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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study (1) the characteristics of land
holding of the people in the National Park, (2) the level of people participation in natural
resources management, and (3) the factors of land holding sizes and period in
residence which had an impact on people participation in natural resources
management.

The sample group consisted of 124 householders, who occupied the {and in
four villages in the National Park Ban Lampuang, Ban Sanlomijoy, Ban Huaisai Tambon
Suthep, and Ban Maehea, Tambon Maehea, Muang district, Chiang Mai.The
questionnaires and interviewing schedules were used as the researching tools for data
collection data were analyzed by using frequency distribution, percentage, and one-way
ANOVA,

The research study.found that (1) the sample group of land holding in national
park Doi Suthep — Pui during 1949 — 1963 had cleared and taken over the land for
cultivation before it was announcéd the National Forest Reservation area. The sizes of

land holding were from 1 — 5 rais without land rights’ document. During 1964 — 1980



some people invaded the National Forest Reservation Area to cultivate crops and fruits.
The sizes of fand were 6 — 20 rais with some land right document while some land was
rent from the organization of National Forest Reservation. During 1981 — 1999, the
people have bought “land holding right” for iess than one rai for living in the National
Park Doi Suthep - Pui, (2) the sample, who held formal administrative position, had an
average level of participation while those who held informal position had a high level of
participation. The sample, who received news, had an average level of participation the
same as those who attended some training courses, (3) the statistic level of factors of
land holding sizes, which had an impact on people participation in natural resources
management, showed no significant difference at 0.05 level. The period in residence,
which had an impact on people participation level at 0.05

In order to achieve the natural resources management in national park, it was
suggested that coordination from 4 agencies government staff, people organization,
local administrative organization and private sections or organization involved in tourism

were significantly needed.
