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Abstract

This study aimed to compare the awareness of local leaders and
abbots on forest resource conservation, and to find out the factors that had a
share to make the difference in such awareness in the area of forest resource
conservation. The factors consisted of ages, educational level, experiences, and
the information gained from other media on forest resource  conservation.

The sample was composed of 112 persons, containing 55 local
leaders and 57 abbots. Data were classified by using statistical frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation. The comparative awareness toward
forest resource conservation was conducted by using t-test, mean and standard
deviation. The study of factors, that had a share to make the difference of
forest resource conservation, was analyzed by using ANOVA.

The  study found that the awareness toward forest resource
conservation between local leaders and abbots was not statistically significant

different at a level of 0.05. .



The 5 factors, consisting of ages, length of position holding, educational
level, experience and information about forest resource conservation, were
found different. They had not any share on statistically significant difference in
such awareness of the local leaders on forest resource conservation at a level of
0.05.

The length of position holding and educational level of the sample had a
share to make statistically significant difference. However, other factors consisting of
ages, experience, and information about forest resource  conservation were
found statistically significant different  in such awareness of the abbots on forest

resource conservation ata levelof 0.05.
