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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study 1) the people group process in
looking after and protecting pubic properties, underground-wells, villages’ small reservoirs, 2)
the problems and obstacles of such group process, and 3) to find out measures to strengthen those
people to take care of the public properties. The areas of study consisted of three sub-districts,
namely, Mae-Pa , Mae-Mok, and Wiang-Mok , in Amphoe Thoen. All of the studied sites are in
Lampang Province. There are 16 villages, 3,404 families, containing 12,649 people. There are
62 wells and 24 small reservoirs built by the government to solve the problems and circumstances
of lacking water. Two hundred samples were randomly selected for the study. A set of
questionnaires and observation items were used to collect data .

SPSS/PC statistical program was used to analyse the data . Simple statistics, which
consisted of percentage distribution, means and standard deviation were mainly used for data

analysis. The results of the study were as follow :



1. It was very essential for the people and their community to use water resource for
consumption and agricultural activities. The people used less underground — water because there
were some other sources of water supplied. Reservoirs were highly in need.

2.  Grouping of people to strengthen the community was found very limited
according to the lack of capable community leaders, limited knowledge and understanding of the
people toward public property awareness, and lack of participatory concept and ideology both at
the levels of community organization and individuals of the people.

3. Building up the strength of people was found very important in order to help people
understanding, and to conduct activities on the basis of harmony and good relationships

within the community.
