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ABSTRACT

This study is designed to compare the physical and social environment management of
TB patients ' families between the patients who live in rural area and who live in urban area of
Chiang Rai Province. The purposive sampling units are drawn from 50 ‘urban TB patients { n =
50) and from 50 rural TB patients (n = 50). They are selected from the new TB patients registered
and treated at Chiang Rai Regional Hospital from January 1 through June 30, 2000. Structured
questionnaire , interview, and Observation are employed for data collection. Data analysis is
made in order to find frequency and percentage. Hypothesis is tested by Chi — square and T — test.

The study findings indicate that the family s role in social environment management in
urban area is different from that of rural area, That is, TB patients families in urban area made
less social environment than those in rural area, showing some statistic significant (CL < 0.05 )
while physical environment management of TB patients’ families in urban area is different from
that of the rural families, showing some statistic significance {00 < 0.05 ). The affecting factors
include nearby animal husbandry , house location , close to charcoal production and wastes
disposal , village conditions , village public utility , paticn_t' s sputum and saliva disposal , and
types of cooking fuel. The findings of this study can be used as a guideline for TB patient s

family to render physical and social environiment management conducive to the TB patient health

care.
