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ABSTRACT

This Study is designed to study women's knowledge and understanding of,
and attitudes towards, factory wastes, which have impacts on community. In addition,
it is aimed to study personal data and experiences of such impacts and information
access in relation to their knowledge, understanding, and attitudes. Comparative
study is made on women working in the factory and women who stay home in the
village. Sampling units of the study are divided into two groups. The first consists
of 71 women who are working in the factory, while the second comprises 75 women
who stay home in the village.

Results of the study have come out as follows :

The majority of women have understood in high degree the factory wastes,

which have impacts on community, and they have the negative attitude. Women who



get empiloyed in the factory and those who stay home differed much in educational
level : the former mostly finished the primary school, while the latter got many levels
of education up to the Bachelor's degree. However, the majority finished primary
and secondary schools. Based on statistic correlation, it is found that the factory
employees' education has no correlation with knowledge and understanding of the
wastes and it has no influence on their attitude at all. This group has a little negative
attitude toward problems caused by factories, and their information access pléys
much influence on their attitude. And The women whe stay home in the village
differed much in educational level, indicating that they have a good knowiedge on
environment. And those who have been affected by such environment have the
negative attitude.

Based on this study,the writer would like to suggest that women who get
employed in the factory expect only benefit or income from there. Otherwise, they

are possibly unaware of the environment because they have little education.
