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Abstract

This independent study is on the potential of a Hmong community in ecological tourism
management, It was done in Ban Nam Ka, Moo 6, Tambon Pha Chang Noi, Amphoe Pong,
Changwat Phayao. The aspects of social, economy, resources and cultures, which may lead to the
ecological tourism management, were studied.

It was found that the Thai-Hmong hill tribe has a certain lifestyle, which is bond with
nature, in the aspect of daily life behavior, beliefs, and occupation. The Hmong belief that there are
spirits who are taking care of the nature around their village. These spirits will help and protect them
from any harm. This evidence shows that there is a close relationship between the spirits, nature and
Hmong. The settings of their village is in the forest in the mountainous area which is a good
environment and has a beautiful scenery. Furthermore, they have a different culture from any other

social group. These factors along with their native wisdom bring in their Potential to set up an
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ecological tourism in their community. It may help to solve the social, economical, resource and
cultural problems they have been facing. Although there are some limitations in language
communicational skills, knowledge in the ecological tourism management, and in living together with
people from different cultures, these problems will be lessened due to the development of mass

communication and transportation in recent years.
