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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study are 1) to find factors of deforestation 2) to study effectiveness
of forest conservation acts 3) to study the process of steal wood from Thailand’s border forest. The
border forest in Tambon Tung-Kaow-Paung and Tambon Muang-Na, Amphor Chiang Daow,

Changwat Chiang Mai is studied.

This research is descriptive method, which use observation and non-structural interview
to collect data. This method can be divided into four categories: open end, critical point, prost and
key informant interview. These data is collected from sixteen head men of the villages, head man of
district, solder, policé, forester, TAOs officer, investor and abbot, who live in the studied area. These

data is analyzed into sections and presented by descriptive statistics.

The study found that most of data is collected from men with ages between 22 and 78
years old. Their highest education level is grade 4 but some are uneducated. Most of them live in the
study area since they were born. Some of them moved to this area more than 50 years, and the
minority group moved 7 years ago. Most of them have 1 — 2 children. Their main incomes receive
from the agriculture approximately 2,000 ~ 5,000 baht per month, which are not enough. Most of

their houses are old, which made of wood, but some ar¢ new.

There are two main reasons, which cause the failure of the Thailand’s border forest
conservation management. First, external factors are the poverty, unemployment, illiteracy, shift

cultivation, need of woods for their household and sale, the acts and punishment is not updated and



strong, respectively. The problems of forest conservation management occur from the government
officers who delay the problem. Second, internal factors are the attitude and consciousness. Local
people have the lack of consciousness and receive information incorrectly about forest conservation

scheme.

The external problem should be corrected immediately, which need the cooperation from
every section such as government’s officer, NGOs, and local people. Local people should live self-
sufficiently by supporting their basic need from the government. The internal factors should be solved
by education, encourage forest conservation scherme to local people and preserve forest for their

children.
