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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this qualitative research were to investigate the changes in social, cultural,
economic and environmental aspects as an effect from the rural road project in Ban Kaeng Luang,
Amphoe Long, Changwat Phrae.

The researcher applied a set of questionnaires, interview format, observations and focus
group discussions to collect data. The primary data were gathered from the documents of
government offices and related academic texts. Personai data were from local people and officials.
Data were, then, analyzed by the use of frequency classification, grouping and setting up data-
relationships according to the objectives and scope of the study. The results of this study showed
analytically descriptive and statistical analysis informatiqn.

The study found that infra-structure development, especially the rural road project,
neglected social and environmental changes of the community, which resulted in positive and
negative changes. Changes in positive forrm were health, education, community activity
participation and roles of p;ersons and community awareness in environmental, social and economic
aspects. However, some negative changes were found such as loose structure of group, less
participation in decision making of the people in their community affairs, especially, income,

expense and declining biological forest matter.
