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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study on “Factors Affecting Environmental Management
Related to Fermented Fish Production of Women’s Groups in Ban San Wiang Mai, Tambon Ban
Sang, Amphoe Mueang, Changwat Phayao” were to study the relationship among individual
factor, knowledge. attitude on environmental management related to fermented fish production of
women’s groups in Ban San Wiang Mai and to study the relationship among social expectation
and attitude on envirdnmental management related to fermented fish production of those group.

Two hundred fifty women at Mu 3 and Mu 4 of Ban San Wiang Mai, Tambon
Baﬁ Sang, Amphoe Muecang, Changwat Phayao were randomty selected as population to study.

The questionaire used in this study consisted of four parts on : 1) individual
factos, 2) knowiedge on environmental conservation, 3) attitude on environmental conservation

and 4) environmental management related to fermented fish production.



The resuits of the study were that 1) individual factors such as income and
community participation were positively low related to the knowledge of environmental
conservation, because women gained their knowledge from their experiences in everyday life
imstead of formal education, community information and community participation, and 2) social
expectation was not related to the attitude on envirommental conservation.

In addition to the hypotheses of this study, the results indicated that the
information was positively related to community participation and finally led to the environmental
management of fermented fish production behavior. Social expectation was also positively related
to the attitude on environmental menagernent.

From this study, the suggestion are that the government should empower the
women’s groups on their responsibility, time spending on environmental conservation by
providing them knowledge, information and creating the community participation process on

environmental management in the community.
