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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to 1} investigate the environmental resources in
Tambon Dong Maha Wan, Amphor Wiang Chiang Rung, Chiang Rai during the academic year
2001, and 2) examine as well as analyze the environmental resources’ sufficiency for curriculum
development,

After searching, gathering relevant documents, and interviewing key local expetts,
database was created-based on diverse environmental resources in all 12 villages at Wiang
Chiang Rung that can be utilized effectively as learning sources. Moreover, these resources were
classified into three categories, i.e., persons (13 groups and 50 local wisdom skills), places (four
groups and 52 places), and equipment (three groups : agriculture, fishery , and households}. The
researcher had analyzed these resources that are related and appropriated to contents in the 1978
Elementary Curriculum (Revised in 1990) and the 2001 Standard Education Curriculum. The
samples for activities were also provided.

The researcher found that these resources were sufficient for utilization in teaching and
learning. However, limitations were presented, i.e., timing and communication skills of local
experts, distance and safety of those places, financial supports and awareness of these resources

among people.
