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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this Study was to study the lifestyle patterns of farmers in Pathum Thani
Province, Thailand. The survey research method of this Study utilized questionnaires distributed,
using convenience sampling, to 400 farmers living in every district of Pathum Thani Province,
i.e., Mueang District, Klounglaug District, Nongsau District, Ladlumkeaw District, Thunyaburee
District, Lumlukké District, Samkhok District. Factor Analysis was used to reduce the number of
variables, and Cluster Analysis was then performed to determine the similarity of samples.

The Findings of the Study revealed that the lifestyles of Farmers in Pathum Thani
Province can be classified into eleven groups, with each group having distinctive activities,
interests, and opinions of themselves and their environment. The classifications are as follows:
(1) Knowledgeable but not industrious --- they were knowledgeable but not industrious, disliked
social contribution, lived very simple lives, and disliked doing household chores;
(2) Conservative traditionalists --- they were conservative, debt-averse, unprejudiced against
middlemen, and led traditional lifestyles; (3) Prudent modernists - they were modern, satisfied
with their social lives, enjoyed sophisticated lives, and spent prudently; (4) Serious - they were
not interested in living quietly, led uncomplicated lives, disliked hobbies, monitored the
government’s performance, were dissatisfied with society, were willing to take on loans, and were
prejudiced against middlemen; (5) Fun-loving innovators --- they were comfortable with their

lives, needed excitement, and wanted to be innovative; (6) Dissatisfied -— they were pessimistic,



unfulfilled, unwilling té develop community, and paid attention to social trends; (7) Community-
oriented -— they were unsociable, lived comfortably, and were keen on community development;
(8) Deadwood --- they were disinclined to learn, disliked planning and working, not family
oriented, not materialistic, and enjoyed social activities and celebrations; (9) Satisfied — they
were optimistic, self-sufficient, paid attention to social trends, appreciated the arts, and were not
innovative; (10) Family-oriented --- they were family-oriented, focused, eager to learn, averse to
joining social clubs, disliked social enjoyment, and ignored social trends; (11) Non-materialistic

--- they were not materialistic, not innovative, and wanted to lead a peaceful life.
