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Abstract

The Study of Urban Environmental Movement: A Case Study of Committee for
Protection of Mae Ping. and Environment, Chiang Mai Province, had four objectives.
They were (1) to study the development of the comhittee for protection of Mae Ping and
environmental (2) to analyze the conditions, bringing the members to work together (3)
to investigate thinking systems, value systems, environmental meanings, mechanic and
operational patterns and (4) to study the output results of this committee. This study

applied qualitative research.

The finding of this study were as follows that this development had begun from

the assembly when circumstances of Ping River problems was down in crisis: thus
made it has been focused on campaigns for pollution and damping problem solving.
Then, secondly, when this circumstance was getting worst, it had been founded to the
permanent organizations. In the third stage, it had been activity performances and
seeking for forcing government to consistently operate in probiem solving. Finally, the
forth stage, there was increasing in social areas by network building for Ping River
conservation and expanding the widely social areas by mainly concentrating on the

operation of watershed roles.



Important conditions leading to the assembly were changes of the glo_bat society
in the modern age that strongly effected to environments. Lacking of the p_articipqtidn
had processed including the changes in economy, societies, .politics and national
development policies of the government sectors. Then, it brought to the assembly of
educated medium group in societies and also been effected to the thinking from
environmental movement occurred in the global society through perception, translation
education system and environmental movement. Leading to linkages in both global and
~local level.

Moreover, confiict problems of resource consuming in globalization had effected

to locai way of life, made it had been the assembly which being against powers between

government and market authorities. This assembly had characters of the ideal
communities and social relations which having either harmony, conflicts, movements,
changes and abie to reproduce. This was the reguest for being a part of the
participation in public management or public properties of local communities.
Furthermore, it also being for protection any taking private advantages which being
basic of community right in the decision participation of sustainable public resources.

In addition, recently crisis Ping River quality problems, volume water problems,
visual pollution, confiict problems in land ownership at riverside areas, lacking of
responsibilities from solving organization problems and riverside invade problems were
all of main causes of the assembly for environmental operations in public sectors.

Thinking and value systems of the organization, in the first stage, could be value

systems in natural resources and environmental conservation as well as Ping River

awareness. The second stage, there were value systems, local awareness and public

awareness for public-property protection being the foundations. The significant third
stage, there were public ideas combined to the networks and the Buddhism Ecology
concgpt that used Buddhism concept linking to environment management.

The First stage of organization had been assumed as volunteer groups, then
becoming to cooperation organization combined with various department structures and

volunteer officers. Afterward, there was widely expanding of social areas being



associated operations that forced all of depariments involving in Ping River-conserve

participation. Though, there were learning processes depended on the local cultural -

capitals and through comimunicate operations in either local and modern patterns.

The following result from this movement caused to the physical changing; hence
made the Ping River quality better conditions and the river side landscape had also
been improved public areas. In terms of social results, various social groups had
organized which combined with priest networks, youth networks and volunteers of Ping
River conservation. The happening of environmental-allies network inner with various
local groups had related to the management concerning partly the environmental

problems;_including the occurred network of Chiang Mai environmental cooperation that

gathered their capacities from all parts in society leading to a part of the important way

for the sustainable devetopment.
