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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to investigate the conditions, extensions of
human and environmental management concepts, and the management of natural
resources and environment of the local forest network at Serm Ngam District,
Lampang Province. The research collected data by documentary analyses participating
in the network’s activities, attending public meetings, using focus groups, in-depth
interviews with core people, network coordinators and related staff. The analysis and
conclusion of the study were as follows:

The conditions of the local forest network at Serm Ngam District in the first
stage were need to have network for taking care of the forest, to solve problems of
insufficient water sources, forest invasion and devastation, to expel investors’
elephants from the areas, and to extend the network. It was aimed extend more
members, to build an integrated dam and to continuously preserve the forest, to
develop and strengthen the network and to extend the network in order to cover all
villages in the area. The study found that the networking mechanisms used in the first
stage were family networks, friends, members of the same organization such as the
funeral, the second and third stage had been used family networks, friends, members
of the same organization such as the village cremation, and friends from members of
local governments.

The concepts of human and environmental management of the network used at
the first stage were the concepts of human and environment relations, networking,
environment preservation, participation. In the second stage, there were concepts of
human and environment relations, networking, environment preservation,
participation, sustainable development, Buddhism for environment and the traditions
and beliefs of northern Thai people. In the third stage, there were concepts of human
and environment relations, networking, environment preservation, participation,
sustainable development, Buddhism-environment and the traditions and beliefs of
northern Thai people, and sufficient economies.

The management methods of natural resources and the environment of the
network used at the first stage was the exchange of knowledge, while at the second
and third stage included, setting up rules, performing preservation of natural resources
and environment, public relations, and adapting Buddhist methods to the traditions
and beliefs of the northern people.



The solution of the network management was resulted in solving the problems
of insufficient water resources, the invasion and devastation of the forest and
expelling investors’ elephants from the areas.
