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Abstract

The purposes of this study consisted of 4 objectives :

1) To study the perception of Rearing Practices from parents
of adolescencts living in different areas such as urban, suburb, and
‘the remote areas.

2) fo study Expressive Behaviors of adolescentes in the
different areas : urban, suburb and the remote area.

3) To study Expressive Behaviors of adolescents who- received
different Rearing Practices.

4) To study the relationship between Rearing Practices and

Expressive Behaviors.

The sample were 607 Mathayomsuksa 4 students studying in
second semester of academic year of 1993 from government schools of

General Education Department, Education Zone 8, Chiang Mai Province.



The research materials consisted of questionaires asking students
general information about themselves and family, questionaires about
Rearing Practices, and Expressive Behaviors Scales.

The findings were as follows:

1. Adolescentes living in different areas receijved different
Rearing Practices from parents.

2. Adolescentes living in the different areas displayed the

same Expressive Behavior.

3, Adolescences receiving different Rearing Practices

dispTéyed different Expressive Behaviors.

4. There was a relationship between Rearing Practices and

Expressive Behaviors.
