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Abstract

The purpose of this thesis is to analyse Aristotle's ethical concept of
eudaimonia (good life) which he regards as a practical science. As a practical
science, ethics is not exact and, therefore, distinguished from other exact
sciences, i.e. physics and mathematics. Nevertheless, Aristotle thinks that both
practical wisdom (phronesis) and philosophic wisdom (theoria) are crucial in
leading a good life.

A number of scholars on Aristotelian ethics have had different views
on whether practical wisdom or philosophic wisdom has a greater role in leading
a good life. Some argue that practical wisdom has a priority as others disagree,
saying philosophic wisdom is of vital importance.

In this study, [ intend to show that both practical wisdom and
philosophic wisdom are indispensible in leading a good life as they supplement
one another, namely, practical wisdom promotes philosophic wisdom -and vice
versa. Philosophic wisdom bings about intellectual excellence as practical
wisdom creates moral excellence. Therefore, both are inseparably related and

significant for a good life.
