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Abstract

The purposes of this study were (1) to evaluate the level of knowied‘ge and
understanding on ecotourism of Thai tourists travelling in Chiang Mai province and
(2) to compare the extent to which the individual factors affect the level of knowledge
and understa;lding. A questionnaire survey was conducted among 400 Thai tourists
travelling in natural tourist attractions in Chiang Mai province. The statistical means of
descriptive distribution used for the analysis of data were frequency, percentage ,
mean, standard deviation and analytical statistics t-test and one-way ANOVA.

The findings from this study suggest that the majority of the Thai tourists have a
high tevel of knowledge and understanding on ecotourism, Independent variabies
affecting. the differencés in knowledge and understanding at the 0.05 level of
significance were: level of éducation, occupation and frequency of travelling.

Moreover, most of the Thai tourists have conscious mind on ecotourism to a

great extent. Independent variables determining conscious mind at the 0.05 level of

significance were: sex, level of education and frequency of travelling.
