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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to study the stress of news reporters who had
different personal factors, and to investigate the relationship between personal factors
together with job related factors and stress of news reporters. One hundred and thirty
three news reporters from central or northern regions were requested to response fo a set
of questionnaires : The General Data and Job Related Factors Sheet, The Maudsley
Personalfty Inventory (MP1), and The Health Opinion Survey (HOS). The data were
analyzed by application of frequency distribution, descriptives, One-way ANOVA, and

multiple correlation coefficient techniques. The results were as followed.

1. The news reporters with different personal factors, experiences, marital status,

and family responsibility showed statistically different stress at .05 level of significance.



2. There were statistical relationship between the job related factors, job
characteristic among news reporters, and stress at .05 level of significance. But there
was nho statistically significant relationship between the colleague's relationship, the
workplace support and stress.

3. There was a significantly multiple relationship between personality together with

job related factors and stress at .05 level.
