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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study are (1} to study the attitude of people
living or working on Rajadumnern Road regarding the significance of the conservation
and development of the historical iandscape to promote tourism on that road and (2) to
identify their ideas regarding the most suitabie ways td conserve and develop the
landscape for tourism. A sample of 101 individuals who live ‘or work on Rajadumnern
Road were surveyed using a structured questionnaire. Analysis of the data from the
survey was conducted using descriplive statistics including frequency distribution,
percentage, mean standard deviation. In addition, relationships between independent
and dependeﬁt variables were investigated using the Chi Square test.

This study found that the majority of the respondents were female. The
average age of all the respondents was between 20-25 years old. Most had a Bachelor
degree; ‘and the majority owned their own business. ' The average in come level of
respondent was between 5,000-2,000 bath per month. Their hometowns were primarily
located outside Muang District of Chiang Mai Province and many were from provinces

other than Chiang Mai. In terms of length of time working and/or living on Rajadumnern



Road, there were two targer groups, the first group had been working and/or living there
for 1-5 year and the second group for over 20 years. The people sampled strongly
agree with the need for historical landscape conservation and development. They also
agreed, but less strongly, with the importance of developing the overall city landscape.
However, respondents is general offered no opinion on proposed methods for the
conservation and develop of the historical landscape.

Chi Square analysis of the relationship between personal factors and attitudes
regarding the importance of and mean to conserve and develop the historical
landscape fund that several were siatistically significant including education, income,
and the period of time living and/or working in the area. Based on the results of this
sfudy, it appears that suitable ways to conserve and develop the historical landscape
would include provision of information to and motivation of both the new generation and
the longer term inhabitanis in this area regarding the benefits of conservation of
historical landscapes. In addition, government agencies should be encourage to

provide budgetary support and to enact and enforce effective laws.
