Abstract

The purpose of this experimental research was to study the effects of child sexual abuse
prevention program on knowledge and behavioral intentions of primary school students. The
population were fourth grade students in Chiang Mai Municipality’s schools. Two schools were
randomly selected. Samples were 40 students of the experimental group and 54 students of the
control group.

The research material was a questionnaire consisted of three parts : (1) Personal data
guestionnaire (2) A measure of Child Sexual Abuse Knowledge (3) A measure of Behavioral
intentions.

A three-sessions child sexual abuse prevention program was offered to the experimental
group. The control group participated in another program which did not include child sexual abuse.

Evaluation was given to both groups, namely, before and after the experiment.

The results supported the hypotheses as follows:

{1) After attending the training program the scores on knowledge and behavioral

intentions of the experimental group were significantly higher than the scores before attending the

program at .01 level of significance.

(2) After the experiment the scores on knowledge and behavioral intentions of the

experimental group were significantly higher than the control group at .01 level of significance.
