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ABSTRACT

In this thesis work, the meaning of Arts and the aesthetic value in the postmodern
art were being studied. The result of the study shows that Art doesn’t create anything new, it
doesn’t have build-in logic, and often mixes with other things. Art, then, is only another
connotative sign. The Art Illusion is an agreement about something as a sign with a power to
inform or to announce its meaning. For this reason, Art has been used as a tool to announce
the words of minorities, and as a weapon in the fight against the hierarchical type of power
relationships. Therefore the probably appropriate definition of Postmodern Art is a sign that
stands for a tool to balance the power relationship.

The result of the study shows that the aesthetic value of Art is temporary and
depends on the society’s tradition, turning the aesthetic value of Postmodern Art into a
relative value which is always judged based on some particular meaning or some particular
understanding. The remaining value of Art is the qualitative one, its utility to convey the
meaning to audiences, and its ability to adjust the power relationship, which is no longer a
reality-based aesthetic value. Nevertheless, all conclusions made in this research are based on
the analysis of a small group of Art samples. Moreover, the direction of Postmodern Art is
not to group up all Art in one paradigm, so only possible definitions are given to this

category of art.
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
