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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to find the meaning of "Jacques Lacan's Concept
of the Subject" is the philosophical sense by comparing it with modern thinkers. It was found
that the Self in the perspective of modern thinkers as Descartes, Hegel, Freud, and Sartre,
is a knowing and thinking thing, having consciousness, reason, free will, and freedom. In
this modern view, man creates himself and determines his own values and finds his own
meaning. Modern man is thus master of himself as an agent or as a subject.

In Lacan's perspective, man starts from nothingness whereas the self is formed
by culture, his desire, and his mistaken thought, in the three processes of registering : the
Imaginary, the Symbolic, and the Real. These processes continuously repeat themselves
and as the subject is never aware of these, the human self does not really exist. Itis only a

created illusion that objectifies him. This perspective is opposed to the modemn



perspective, in that the Lacanian subject is the passive from his birth until his death, without
ever realizing this. He is alienated from himself, without free will and freedom.

As a result, we can say that the subject is dead.
