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ABSTRACT 
 
 

The purposes of this research were to study the level of leadership, being 
proactive and social support, to comparative study on leadership, being proactive and 
social support of students who participated a lot in extra curricular activities and those 
who participated a little.  

Data was collected from a random sample of 375 students participating in 
extra curricular activities. There were 2 groups namely; students highly participating 
in extra curricular activities who were chairmen and/or committee numbers of activity 
groups or clubs in the university�and students participating in extra curricular 
activities a little. They were members of activity groups or clubs in the university or 
did not participate the activities. 
 The four research instruments were demographic questionnaire, leadership 
scale, being proactive scale and social support scale. Data were analyzed by t-test.  
 The results revealed that there were significant differences in leadership, being 
proactive and social support of the two groups of students participating in extra 
curricular activities. Students highly participating in extra curricular activities had 
significant differences in terms of leadership, being proactive and social support 
scored higher than students participating in extra curricular activities a little (p < .05)
