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ABSTRACT

The ofjective of research is to study analytically the meaning, aim and process
of education form according to the teaching of Tri-Sikkha in Theravada Buddhism and to apply
the teaching of Tri-Sikkha in the current educational system. The methodology is documentary
reseach as well as exploratory of which the participation observation is conducted on education
managenent process in two Buddhist Way Schools, they are, Ban Cherng Doi Suthep School and
Chiang Mai Kindergarten School. Collected data are to be analyzed and the application is
suggested in descriptive writings.

From the study, it was found that the aim of life according to Buddhism is the cessation
of suffering. In other words, the aim of Buddhist education is to live without suffering and to
devote one’s life to help other living beings. It shows that Buddhist education aim is the same as
the aim of life. By this way, education according to Buddhism, partains in and includes all party
of life.

Buddhist way Schools are the school that adopt the Buddhist culture as a means,
emphasizing on the principle that students must know themselves and be able to lead their lives
rightly and appropriately, according to the three principles of education. They are, morality,

concentration and wisdom.



Tri-Sikkha, according to Buddhism is a noble one. In order to complement it, one must
start with the right understanding on the four noble truths then goes ahead to practise.

In the four noble truth, magga is the means leading to the end (Nirodha). In order to
make magga to be comprehensible to common people, Buddhism designs the way of practice that
called Tri-Sikkha, starting form rough level upto delicate one, that is, starting from Sila to

samadhi and panna respectically with the aspiration to Nibbana.
