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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thesis was to study the series characters in Kingchat’s 16 novels.
This research analyzed the creation of series characters in Kingchat’s novels. The research
classified the roles of the characters into three major roles: leading role, secondary role, and
supporting role.

It was found that the creation of the series characters in Kingchat’s novels exhibits two
main characteristics which are the switched-role and the fixed-role. The majority of the series
characters change their roles from one novel to the other novel. The characters with most
switched-roles were found in four novels whereas the fixed-role characters appeared in three
novels. In addition, psychological theories were used in analyzing the series characters. Only ten
series characters were analyzed. The characters were selected based on the interesting behavioral
traits portrayed by the characters. The analysis revealed that the majority of the characters were
influenced by their childhood upbringing which portrayed in their grown up behaviors. It was also
found that although the series characters have switched-roles from one role to the other, most of
the behaviors of the series characters remain unchanged. This may be due to the reason that the
unchanged behaviors are the old behaviors in the characters. However, there are a few characters

when confronted changes in status, the intensity of the behaviors decreases.
