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Abstract

The purpose of this quasi experimental research was to study the
effect of relative preparation for paraplegic home care on prevention
of pressure sore. The purposive samples consisted of 5 relatives of
paraplegic patients in Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai hospital. Patients
were discharged during the period of May to October 1992 and lived in
Chiang Mai and Lampoon.

The research instruments, constructed by the researcher,
composed of a lesson plan, an instruction, a flip chart, demonstrated
materials and pressure sore evaluation form. The interrater
reliability of the pressure sore evaluation for this study was 0.88.
The researcher began to prepare subjects during the first and the

second week before patients’ discharge. Data collection - on pressure

sore evaluation was done on the day of discharge, the third and the



seventh days after patients® discharge. The derived data was analyzed
by using frequency.
The results of the study revealed that pressure sore in 5

paraplegic patients was not found during the duration of the study.
