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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to measure teachers’knowledge in
child abuse and the role in helping children who are victims of abﬁse .
One hundred and severity male and female teachers of Chiang Mai
Municipal schools participated in this study.

The instruments employed were (15 a guestionnaire contained
a series of questions relating. to personal data and teachers’
perception of their role in helping these childfen | (2) a test fof
knowledge in child abuse. The content validity of the instruments were
examined by the experts. The reliability of the test was determined by

means of Kuder-Richardson formula 20, and Coefficient alpha and was




found - to be 0.74 for the test of knowledge and 0.83 for the
guestionnaire related to questions of perceived role in helping
children who are victims of abuse.

Data was analyzed by mean of SPSS/PC+ in term of frequency,

percentile, mean and standard deviation.

The study revealed that
1. The teachers’ knowledge of child abuse was found to be in a
high level.

2. Teachers’ perceived helping role in child abuse was found

to be in high level.
