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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to explain the nursing needs and
nursing care of the early rooming-in mothers at Uttaradit Hospital.
Subjects were 307 mothers who vaginally delivered their babies and
hospitalized in the postpartum wards at Uttaradit Hospital. The inst-
rument used for data collection was the nursing needs and received
mrsing care of early rooming-in mothers questionnaire, developed

by the researcher. The SPSS program was_used for the data analysis.

Frequency, percent, arithmetic means, standard deviation, and paired
t-test were statistics used in this study. The results of the study
revealed that the most nursing needs in physical, emotional, return to
independence and childbearing dimension were the proper dietary
scheduling (99.3 percent), the warm and nice care (100 percent), the
4-week check-up advice (99.7 percent) and the breast feeding advice
(100 percent) accordingly. The most received nursing care in physical,
emotional, return to independence and childbearing dimension were the
proper dietary scheduling and episiotomy care (97.4 pgrcent), the
wari and nice care (93.5 percent), the resumption to give a bath her
helf (97.1 percent) and the breast feeding advice (89.7 percent)
accordingly. Lastly, subjects’ the level of nursing need was sig-

nificantly higher than the level of received nursing care (p < .001).
