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Abstract

The purpose of this quasi-experimental research was to study
the effect of music on pain coping during labour. Subjects were 30
primiparas admitted at labour and delivery unit, Phayao hospital.
Subjects were purposively selected, then were randomly and equally
assigned to experimental and control groups. During labour the
experimental group received music and routine care, while the control
group received only routine care. The research instruments were the
demographic record and the Labour Pain Coping Behavior Observation

Form. The data was analyzed using t-test. The result founded



that the mean scores on the labour pain coping during labour in the
experimental group was better than the control group with

statistically significant difference. (p <.01)
