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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the relationship

between selected factors: sex, age, functional class, family

relationship and coping behavior and coping behavior’s predictor

in post cardiac valvular replacement patient. Sample consisted of 50
post cardiac valvular replacement patients at Maharaj Nakorn Chiaﬁg
Mai hospital during April 1994 +to September 1994. The instrument
used for collecting data was an interview form, composed of three
parts: patient’s record form, family relationship interview form by

Chongruck Supakitcharoen and adapted to the interview form by the




researcher and the Jalowiec coping scale interview form and adapted to
the interview form by the researcher.The content validity was assessed
by experts. The reliability was obtained by means of Cronbach’s
coefficient alpha.The reliability of the family relationship interview
form was 0.90 and the coping behavior interview form was 0.80.
Data was analyzed by using frequency, percentage, means, standard
deviation, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient and
stepwise multiple regression. The result of the study revealed that:

1. The coping behavior of post cardiac valvular replacement
patient was at moderate level. Confrontive coping behavior and
palliative coping behavior were used more than emotive coping-
behavior.

2. There was no statistically significant relationship between
the selected factors and coping behavior in post cardiac valvular
replacement patient.

3. There was a statistically significant relationship between
sex and confrontive coping behavior at the level of .05. There were
statistically significant relationships between sex, faﬁily
relationship and emotive coping behavior at the level.of .01 and .05
respectively. And there was a statistically significant relationship
between sex and palliative coping behavior at the level of .001.
But there was no statistically significant relationship between age,

functional class and coping bebavior.




4. There were no selected factors which could predict cobing
behavior, but sex could predict confrontive coping behavior at the

percentage accounting for the prediction was 9.55 and the statistical

‘significance was at the level of .05. The miltiple correlation was

.30808. Sex could predict emotive coping behavior at the percentage
accbunting for the. prediction was 12.87 and the ’statistical
significance was at the level of .01. The multiple correlation was
-35877. Sex could also predict palliative coping behavior at the
percentage accounting for the | prediction was 18.83 and the
statistical significance was at the level of .00%i. The multiple

correlat.ion was .43380.
