Abstract

The purpose of this descriptive study was to determine the
relationship between the sense of coherence and adaptation in patients
with chronic obstructive pulmonary disease. The study sample éonsist.ed
of 60 patients ; both males and females who were examined at the lung
clinic, out-patient department at Maharaj Nakorn Chaing Mai Hospital,

and the medical clinic, out-patient department at Nakorngphing Hospital




from July to August 1998. Subjects who met the criteria Qere selected.‘
The research instruments used for data collection included an interview
form, demographic data, sense of coherence scale, and assessment scale
form for adaptation in patients with chronic obstructive’ pulmonary
disease. The content validity of assessment forms of adaptation were
assessed by experts. The reliability was obtained by means of Cronbach
’s alpha coefficient (r = 0.89 for sense of coherence scale, and r =
0.79 for asséssment scale form for adaptation). Descriptive statistics
such as frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Pearson
’s product moment cﬁefficient correlation were adopted for data
analysis. The major results of the study indicated that:

1. Sense of coherence scores of patients with chronic obstruc-
tive pulmonary disease were rather low and adaptation scores in mode
of physiological, self-concept, role function, interdependence, and
total were in the middle level.

2. There were highly stabistically significant positive rela-
tionships between a sense of coherence and asdaptation in mode of physio-
logical,self concept,role function,interdependence,and total adaptation
at the level of.001 (r= .58, .73, .44, .72, .78, respectively)

The result of this study suggeéts that patients with chronic
obstructive pulmonary digease who had a high sense of cocherence will
have appropiate adaptation. Hence, the recommendation for nursing prac-
tice included that nurses-should promote patients improving their sense
of coherence because if patients have a high sense of coherence they

will have appropiate adaptation that will improve their quality of life.
