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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study nursing practices related to patient rights
among professional nurses in hospitals of the Foundation of the Church of Christ in Thailand and
to compare the nursing practices related to patient rights and personal factors including age,
educational level, years of work, characteristics of patients, perception of patient rights
information and patient rights valuing. The population of this study were 296 professional nurses
working in hospitals of the Foundation of the Church of Christ in Thailand. The instrument
consisted of 2 parts. The first part was personal data; the second part was nursing practices
developed by the researcher using patient rights as stated by the Nursing Council in 1993.
Reliability of the instrument was 0.94. Data were analyzed by using percentage, mean and

standard deviation.



The results of this study revealed that :

1. The mean score of the nursing practices related to patient rights among
professional nurses in hospitals of the Foundation of the Church of Christ in Thailand was
185.24 (G = 27.65), in that fifty seven point zero nine percent of professional nurses in hospitals
of the Foundation of the Church of Christ in Thailand had nursing practices related to patient
rights higher than the mean score.

2. Professional nurses with different ages, educational levels, years of work,
characteristics of patients, perceptions of patient rights information and patient rights valuing had

a different mean scores of nursing practices related to patient rights.

The results of this study could be used as a data base for considering ways to promote
nursing practices related to patient rights among professional nurses in hospitals of the Foundation

of the Church of Christ in Thailand.
